ACCOMPANYING STATEMENT

Background

Under section 10 of the Remuneration Tribunal Act 1995, the Remuneration Tribunal (Tribunal) is required to inquire into, and determine, the salary, allowances and other entitlements to be paid to the holders of Judicial positions listed in Schedule 1 of the Act, on this occasion being the Master of the Supreme Court.

The Supreme Court Act 1933 states that the maximum age of the Master shall be age 70 (section 40(3)), but provides for the Master to continue to hold office for the purposes of the transitional proceedings (Section 60A).
As the current occupant of the position of Master will reach the age of 70 on 22 May 2013. On 7 May 2013 the Justice and Community Safety Directorate (JACS) wrote to the Tribunal seeking an urgent Determination for the Master’s remuneration during the period of transitional proceedings. JACS asserted that the normal remuneration for the Master was not appropriate for the transitional proceedings. However, no detailed submission was provided as to why this is the case and no submission was made as to what an appropriate rate should be. 
Consideration
Having considered the matter, the Tribunal can see no compelling reason to provide a different rate of remuneration for the Master for the transitional proceedings. In these circumstances it is unclear whether or not a new determination is necessary. However for the avoidance of doubt, the Tribunal has decided to issue a determination confirming that all remuneration and entitlements contained in Determination 10 of 2012 shall apply to the Master for the period of the transitional proceedings. 
This Determination applies from 21 May 2013 to the finalisation of the current Master’s matters or 1 November 2013 when the Tribunal will again review the Master’s remuneration.
